15/44 Public Discussion

P Woodrow presented the Parish Council with a satoounts for the Village Hall and
asked if the donation that the Parish Council nedweially to the Village Hall could be
increased to £2,000 from £1,500 as the amount balde®en increased for about 10 years.
He explained that the Village Hall Committee weoaaerned that the money given by
the Parish Council now no longer covered the basining costs of the village hall and it
was now a necessity to earn other income in oalkeép it going.

The Parish Council said that the budget for ther yhowed that they had allocated
£1,500 but that they were all in agreement thatHernext financial year this amount
should be increased to £2,000. The Parish Cothranked the Village Hall Committee
for all their hard work of keeping the Hall in goodndition and wished them success in
their new work being undertaken on the hall.

Discussion took place regarding websites and itaggsed that H Harvey would talk to P
Lee to try to find a way forward so that all intstied groups could have access to a
website.

Discussion took place regarding building work beimglertaken in Back Way and the
issue of parking. It was agreed that perhaps tbtevald be a place where contractors can
park but the Parish Council was unsure where thaltldoe as there was limited places
available. However the important recommendatiocoime out was that the lane cannot
be blocked as it is a footpath and it was used lyraber of children and their safety was
paramount.

The clerk had received notification from the bamittthe two new members of the Parish
Council had been added to the mandate and theasmwef one removed. The clerk had
received a query from BDO Auditors regarding thenfal return which she had
answered but had not had the Annual Return back fhem.

15/51 Update on affordable housing

The clerk had received an email from SoHa statiad) &s it was more than 5 years since
the housing survey had been undertaken, it wasnmeme&ssary to do another one. The
Parish Council was extremely upset about this bex#wey had been pushing to get
things moving and now there was to be a furthemydeln further correspondence with
SoHa and ORCC it was pointed out that to undersasrvey during the summer period
would not get a very good response. It was theegftought that this should happen in
September and that the Parish Council should azgamimeeting to correspond with the
survey to encourage people to complete it andmetwpeedily. Once the clerk had some
firm dates when the survey would be ready, a pubbketing would be arranged in the
Village Hall.

15/52 Use of the Playing Fields by the Model Aircraft Clip

Discussion took place regarding the use of theiRdglyields by the Club and H Harvey
said that he had canvassed the Cricket Club whddniie them to continue as the
money was useful for the Playing Fields. It wasead however that guidelines should be
drawn up for the Club and if they break these, thiynot be allowed back.

15/53 Management of trees within Great Haseley
There had been a number of boughs down from sortteedfees in the village and two
trees had been cut back on Thame Road on the i@adrwd it was felt that a tree surgeon



should be asked to see if this would cause imbelahthe trees and whether they should
have the appropriate branches removed from the eitie. There were also some in
Back Way that were causing problems. It was agre¢alk to SODC Tree Officer as to
the best way forward with the problem.

H Harvey mentioned the willow trees on the ThamadR@ne of which had shed a large
branch across the road. As this was in the pafisreat Milton, the clerk agreed to
contact S Harrod about the problem.

15/54The possible purchase of a salt bin and the removaf the salt bag from the
School grounds

As the School was now up for sale it was felt thatParish Council needed to act to
remove the salt bag that had been there for 3-%sydawould not be safe to pick it up, it
would be necessary to empty it into other bagse Thairman asked where the Parish
Council felt that if they purchased a salt bin vehiérshould be placed. This would be on
the agenda for the next meeting with suggestions.

Footpaths— A Sheppard had started getting information reiggrtbrmalising the
footpath from Lewington Close to Back Way. Theklagreed to provide a list of
possible people who would complete the survey.

Playing Fields— The whole of the playing fields had now been ddtHarvey said that
the hedges had been cut and the nettles rounditfeels the Cricket Club.

Cross Field —D Simcox had repaired the latch on the gate to tteproblem of trapped
fingers and J Andrews said it was being well used.

Allotments — K Sentance said that although the lower branohd® trees had been
pruned, the upper ones had not. She asked ifahshRCouncil could do something
about this but it was down to the allotment holderandertake this work.

Millennium Wood
Two wooden posts had now rotted off near the enditbfLane and the clerk was asked
to contact Windmill Landscapes to replace them.

Transport — J Andrews reported that he had attended the TranReps meeting which
was dominated by the fact that OCC was lookingateesmoney and one of the options
was to no subsidise any buses. It was agreed thatirews would reply on behalf of the
Parish Council to the online survey.

15/56 Report from the District and County Councillor

S Harrod reported that SODC had now moved into theaw offices and all seemed to be
well. He said that there is to be a NeighbourhBtzhning Seminar in September and
asked whether the Parish of Great Haseley wouldtbeested in undertaking a joint
Neighbourhood plan with Great and Little Milton ahetsworth. This was discussed and
it was felt that it was a way of spreading the @dsindertaking this work and that they



gave their approval to go ahead and see whethdfittens and Tetsworth were
interested in this idea.

On OCC, he reported that as they had little moraymuch was being done. The
Chairman said that he understood why they were cutlyng the verges twice a year and
it seemed to have worked this year but it had lzeéry season. If another year it is wet,
it would probably be necessary to cut verges @arlidere is a Giant Hogweed plant
growing on the highway verge on the road towardsr@ax. The clerk had reported it

but nothing seems to have happened to it and & tias been a lot of press about people
being burned by them, the Parish Council hopedShdarrod could get something done
about it.

The Chairman said that the Parish Council had beenerned about speeding traffic
through the village and had been looking at spedatators. For mobile units that could
be placed at different sites the cost is about@2dhd he asked whether S Harrod would
be interested in talking to both Great and Littldtdh about this issue. S Harrod agreed
to do this.

15/58 Any other business

Concern was shown regarding the building work ihéeing undertaken at 17 Little
Haseley. It would appear that the builders paekrthans on the road and are forcing
other road users up into the bank opposite.

As the clerk and the Chairman would be away ordaglifor a period of time, it was
agreed that as A Sheppard is the Planning Repsligateceive the mail. The clerk would
talk to the postman and get it delivered to herseou

The Chairman said the high speed broadband is iwewin the village for those that wish
to use it. There are a number of hedges in thegei that are now in desperate need to
cutting back as they were causing cars to veeo t¢inet wrong side of the road. The
Chairman also reported that there had been a “qradyg” down Latchford Lane. It was
agreed that if this should happen again that tbal IBCSO should be informed.
